Sharon has also managed to bring together a swag of other great songs, including I Don’t Want To Fall To Pieces and Let The Guitar Do the Talking. She’s included a great duet of the classic It’s All Over Now Baby Blue featuring RANDALL WALLER, and her versions of I Started Living and Hello are memorable. This is one of those albums which brings you more than just great songs and performances — it carried with it the heart and soul of its creator, and Sharon’s heart is clearly as big as the outback.
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
